SAMPLE PROGRAMS & SCHEDULE

This schedule is designed to show all the possible types of programs.  The actual day of a specific program will vary depending on the particular groups needs.  Each organization desiring programs should select those workshops and seminars that are appropriate to their situation.  Workshops are set up “cafeteria style”; all others are set up “auditorium style”.  Workshop minimum is 60 paid and 120 is the maximum number seated at 12 tables.  Additional paid adults may sit outside the perimeter of the tables to observe.  Travel expenses that need to be paid include; mileage or airfare for two, accommodations (we will stay in homes if two bedrooms are provided), meals, and any other direct expenses (i.e. tolls…).  Customized programs can be designed for “vacation Bible schools”, summer camp programs, etc.  Six volunteers will be needed to unload, setup, and pack-up.  It is best to have all the programs in the same location, however if we are required to change locations we will need at least 6 volunteers to help us move each time.  Sales of books and videos help us offset our expenses.  If there are any rules regarding sales (i.e. none on Sunday) we need to know that when we book the programs.  Maximum daily program time limit is 6 hours.

Wednesday Afternoon; 3:00 pm. Arrival, unloading and setup; Six volunteers are needed to help.  A minimum of 3 hours is required for unloading and setup. 

Wednesday Evening. 7:00 - 9:00 pm. Committee/sponsor dinner; Informal meal with members of the local committee or sponsoring organization.  Charlie will share the objectives of the programs and his personal testimony. There is no charge for this program as long as at least 5 hours of ministry is scheduled during our visit.

Thursday Morning/Afternoon; College or University class lecture(s).  Time in class and number of classes will depend on their schedule.  The College or University is expected to pay their normal honorarium for guest speakers.

Thursday Evening; Debate with evolutionist proponent.  We will arrange for the details of the debate including; the debate question, time allotments, procedures, etc.  The College or University is expected to pay their normal honorarium for guest speakers.

Friday Morning/Afternoon; 10:00 am - 2:00 pm.  (One hour lunch break).  Children’s Creation, Dinosaurs and thE Flood workshop for Grades 1-12 with parent(s).   Registration fee of $5.00 per person for all participants.

Friday Evening; 7:00 – 9:30 pm.  (30 minute break).  Youth “talk back” session for grades 7-12 youth.  Parents are invited to atttend but asked NOT to engage in the dialogue.  Cost is $200.

Saturday Morning; 9:00 – 11:30 am (no formal break). Children’s Creation, Dinosaurs and thE Flood workshop for Grades 1-6 with parent(s). Registration fee of $4.00 per person for all participants.  

Saturday Afternoon; 1:00 – 4:30 pm (30 minute break). Youth Creation, Dinosaurs and thE Flood workshop for Grades 7-12 with parent(s). Registration fee of $5.00 per person for all participants.  

Sunday Morning; 10:00 – 10:45 am.  Seminar for youth (grades 7 and up) and adult Sunday school.  Implications of Evolution.  Cost is $100.

Sunday Morning;  11:00 – 12:00 noon.  Sermon; Genesis One.  A verse by verse review of the 1st chapter of Genesis and it’s application.  Cost is $100.

Sunday Evening.  7:00 – 9:30 noon (30 minute break). Creation or Evolution; Basic foundations of the origins debate.   Cost is $200.

Monday Morning;  10:00 – 11:00 am School assembly for grades 1-6.  Dinosaurs; Created by God.  No cost if a minimum of six hours of ministry will be conducted during our visit.  As a stand-alone program the cost is $100.  

Monday Afternoon;  12:00 – 1:30 pm School assembly for grades 7-12.  Dinosaurs; Created by God.  No cost if a minimum of six hours of ministry will be conducted during our visit.  As a stand-alone program the cost is $150.  

Monday Evening.  7:00 – 9:30 noon (30 minute break).  “The Rocks Say ‘Creation’” or “Earth; How Old Are You?” or “In the Beginning; God or a Big Bang”.  Cost is $200.

Tuesday Evening.  7:00 – 9:30 noon (30 minute break).  Any of the other programs may be chosen for the first hour, followed by an hour of questions and answers.  Cost is $200.

Pack up and Departure.  Wednesday Morning. Six volunteers are needed to help pack up and load.
