Five Day Vacation Bible School (VBS) Program

Each VBS day consists of 3 consecutive 50 to 55 minute sessions with 5 to10 minute breaks between them.  The VBS is divided into three groups.  Children (grades 1-6), Youth (Grades 7-12), and Adults (Please note that the Adult programs can be deleted, but the cost remains the same because they are a bonus in the program).  Total program time for the VBS is three hours with our program providing activities for one hour for each group.  For the additional two hours we suggest you plan: video, craft, play and snack for the children; video, games and snack for the youth; and video and snack for the adults.  We can provide videos for each group if you desire.  This plan can be used for morning (9:00-12:00), afternoon (1:00-4:00) or evening (6:30-9:30).

For programs that require us to stay in the area (generally more than 50 mile from my home in Greensboro) you will have to provide housing and meals for the week.  I am willing stay in a home, so hotel accommodations are not required.

Cost for this program is $250 per day for a total cost of $1250 for the whole program. In addition you will have to supply about $300 for materials (play-doh, cookies, oranges, clear plastic cups, etc.) Since this is a sample program and may be modified to suit your specific needs, we will provide a list of what you have to supply after the program has been finalized.  

The room should be setup cafeteria style for children and youth and auditorium style for adults.  In the children and youth programs additional supplies required per table are;  1 roll of paper towels, 1 plastic gallon milk container ¾ full of water, 1 plastic gallon milk container for waste (with the top cut off, leave the handle useable), 1 tray to put supplies in.
